Workshop Tip

Accurately sized dowels may be easily made in your shop byraotisg and
using a Dowel Plate. A piece of steel about 6" X 1.5" X ¥d'pvdvide space for 4
or 5 dowel sizes. Drill the desired size holes such as ¥4, 8@, ¥2" through the
steel plate. Leave the edges of the exit side of each holeaidhmount the plate to
a hardwood block about 10 X 3 X 2. Mount the plate with the sharp exipeseel
and drill each size hole through the block and then enlarge each hb& so
completed dowel will pass easily. Roughly shape and tapecriéue saterial prior
to driving the scrap piece through the steel plate and through the block.
