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I see woodworking from a different perspective. Much of my life I have worked in varied media doing hand and machine work. What does this mean to how I approach problem solving? There are tools and methods used in specific trades that are useful in other trades. If you know where to look. A specific example is metal working. I have mentioned this before but here it is again. I am not referring to metal working like you see in a machine shop. I am referring to jewelers, silversmith, goldsmith, metalsmithing or even blacksmithing. Not only are these trades similar to woodworking in the manual skills required. They also offer low tech ways to solve problems. Meaning not too many specialized tools are needed. Many of the hand tools are readily available. I am not suggesting you go out and equip a second or third workshop. What I am suggesting is to look to other trades for answers to problems or needed materials.
Some examples are:	Art or hobby store for thin metal for inlays or hardware.
			Auto body supply shop for fine abrasives and high quality spray equipment
		Jewelers supply company for small burs (cutters) for inlay
			Also polishing and abrasive supplies for sharpening	
			Another source for metals and high quality hand tools
		Internet sites feature articles and videos on just about everything
