 Sharpening carbide saw blades is a complex process with many variables. This program allowed our members to get a close look at how our blades are sharpened. What to look for to determine when our blades are in need of service. Explanations of the required precision, knowledge and expensive specialized machines used to maintain our blades. The impact that precision tool sharpening can have on the quality of cut is considerable.
Buying saw blades from the same business that sharpens them is an excellent way to get the most for your money. They have access to tool manufacturers for technical help if needed. If you look at any catalog of blades or woodworking tools there is either a long list of too many choices or a short list of few choices. How to choose the right one for your saw, your project? You could ask the saw sharpener for recommendations based on what works for others. I’ll bet you can’t do that at the big box stores.
Economy of use (tool life) is important but so is quality of cut. Excellent sharpening helps with both.
